	Performance:

	The school is looking for all 1st grade artists to create a new mural for their media center. The school wants to make a mural that will stand the tests of time and display places that were important to us in 2018. Since art tells a story, this will be a great opportunity for you to tell a story without words.



	Concepts:

· After writing students name and class after pressing in design, safely peel the tape back and flip the metal without touching the sides or corners.

Planning Sketch

After sketching on paper we are going to use a dull pencil to press into the aluminum and create lines, shapes, textures.  

After pressing design, write name with sharpie on back
Using tools

Do not touch the outsides of the aluminum

Keep aluminum on Styrofoam 

When you press into the aluminum plate the design will be in reverse on the back

No words

All repousse tiles should have a boarder

We will be coloring with sharpies on the side that extrudes off of the plate.
Dismiss students by colored carpet rows to sit find seats

· get a pencil /  eraser and sit down

Pass out planning rough drafts

Plans will need to be approved before working on aluminum

Cleanup  announcement
Students should be behind their chair silently and waiting to be dismissed after cleaning

Dismiss students to line up
